MORNING ENGLISH CLASSES:

Your classes begin at 9.00. You have 3
hours of classes in the morning which
includes a 15 minute break. Classes finish
at 12.00 for lunch

The course is fully integrated in order to
promote the development of all four skills
– reading, writing, speaking and listening,
with the emphasis on listening and
speaking

Levels range from elementary to advanced
Audio-visual material is used when 
required to enhance learning 

AFTERNOON ACTIVITIES

You have two afternoon excursions per
week to places of cultural interest, e.g.
museums and art galleries

You have two afternoon option sessions
such as language, sport or project work

Your Friday afternoons are free-time
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EVENING ACTIVITIES

You have one evening activity per week
included in your course however you have
the option to join other pre-arranged
social activities at an extra additional cost.

WEEKENDS

You have one full day excursion per
weekend to places of interest, e.g.
Liverpool, Chester, the Lake District or
York

In addition to the above, at an extra cost,
students can visit London or Edinburgh for
a full weekend excursion. Details can be
found on the ‘Weekend Excursions’ page.

ACCOMMODATION:

Accommodation is in the home of a local
‘host’ family. Our Accommodation Officer

takes a great deal of care in selecting the
most appropriate family for you. We look in
particular for people who can offer a warm,
friendly welcome and who understand the
needs of overseas students. All families have
been screened for your safety and security.

Host families treat you as a full member
of the household, eating together and
sharing the common living areas

You have your own private single bedroom
in the home of your host family

Shower and toilet facilities are located

close to bedrooms

All meals are included in the course fee

Breakfast and evening meals are taken
with the family every day

The host family provides a packed lunch
to take to school every weekday
